 Cognitive judgement: linked to misuse/abuse of psychoactive 
substances. Scientifically it is a controversial term… 

 
 

 ANSPs’ responsibility as regards detection of ATCOs’ working 
with impaired cognitive abilities or limited medical fitness 

 

 Provisions on rostering system:  
Rostering system(s) to consider all profession-related ATCO duties 
Addressing only safety elements of rosters (max duration of shifts, 
max consecutive days, max consecutive nights, ratio shift/breaks, 
etc.) 
Quantification of limits for those elements is a challenge. 2 options 
are proposed (with explicit limits/without explicit limits, safety 
assessment on fatigue required)
